2.Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handle or knobs.

9.Unplug from outlet when not in use, or before cleaning. Let it to cool before
putting on or taking STOP parts, or before cleaning.

10.To disconnect, turn the control to STOP, then unplug the plug. Always hold the
plug, but never pull the cord.

11.Do not cover BAKE TRAY or any part of the oven with metal foil. This may
cause overheating of the oven.

12.Do not clean with metal scouring pads. Pieces can break off the pad and touch
electrical parts, creating a risk of electric shock.

13.0versized foods or metal utensils must not be inserted in a electric oven as they
may create a fire or risk of electric shock.

14.A fire may occur if the oven is covered or touching flammable material,
including curtains, draperies, walls, and the like, when in operation. Do not store
any item on the oven during operation.

15.Extreme caution should be exercised when using containers constructed if
anything other than metal or glass.

16.Do not place any of the following materials in the oven: cardboard, plastic,
paper, or anything similar.

17.Do not store any materials, other than manufacturer’s recommended accesso-
ries, in this oven when not in use.

18.Always wear protective, insulated oven mitts when inserting or removing items



from the hot oven.

19.This appliance has a tempered, safety glass door. The glass is stronger than
ordinary glass and more resistant to breakage. Tempered glass can break, but the
pieces will not have sharp edges. Avoid scratching door surface or nicking edges.
If the door gas a scratch or nick, contact our consumer relations line before using
the oven.

20.Do not use outdoors.

21.Do not use appliance for other than intended use.

3.Remove all accessories. Wash in hot sudsy water or in dishwasher.
4.Thoroughly dry all accessories and re-assemble in oven. Plug oven into outlet
and you are ready to use your new Electric Oven with Grill Rack and Food Tray.
5.1t may result in smell or smoke for the first use. This is normal. it is due to the
protective substance on heating elements, which avoids salt effects during
shipping from factory. So it is recommended to operate oven dry for about 15
minutes at the first, moreover, make sure to keep good ventilation of the room.

USING YOUR AIR FRYER OVEN

Please familiarize yourself with the following oven functions and accessories prior
to first use:

* Thermostat Knob: Choose desired temperature from LOW-200°F-250°F-300
°F-350°F-400°F-450°F

* Timer Knob: To activate timer, turn to right (clockwise) for other use. A bell will
sound at end of programmed time.

* Power Indicator: It is illuminated whenever oven is turned on.

* Baking pan/Drip tray: For use in broiling and roasting meat, poultry, fish, and
various other foods. And for collecting drips and water.

* Air fryer rack: Use to fry a variety of meats, poult,chips,popcorn and so on.
Remenber to put one tray on the bottom shelf to collect drips and water

* Tray Handle:Allows you to pick up grill rack,food tray or mesh rack.

OPERATION

* Place food to be cooked directly in Bake Tray or mesh rack , put it in the oven
and close the oven door.

* Select proper temperature by the Thermostat Knob.

* Preset proper cooking time and start the oven. Timing accordingly and checking
progress with meat thermometer to ensure desired doneness.

* Make sure to turn Timer Knob to “0” for turning off the oven when cooking is
completed.

Note:

All Toasting Timing Is Based On Meats At Refrigerator
Temperature. Frozen Meats May Take Considerably
Longer. Therefore, Use Of A Meat Thermometer Is

TO STORE

Unplug unit, allow to cool, and clean before storing. Store Electric Oven in its box
